Coast Guard). US Army/US Army Reserves/US Army National Guard and US Air Force do not need to submit TA forms; 
Saint Leo University will download the eligibility list from the respective website. However, US Army, US Army 
Reserves, and US National Guard students should email shelia.schofield@saintleo.edu for questions regarding grades and 
registration for US Army. All other US Army, US Army Reserves, and US National Guard questions can be directed to 
tami.gildea@saintleo.edu.
